Uniforms  

 Band Jackets – get slightly large: 1) wear warm clothes under; 2) last through 4 years 
of growth  (Parents can order jacket –Spirit wear (Wendy Hofmann))  

 Need black socks & gloves, will come with uniform; extras cost $5.00 each 
 Band shoes – fitters will be available when they are fitted for uniform (buy slightly 

large, but not too large) 
 Wash uniforms and return promptly after wearing 
 Band Jackets – remove blue strip before washing 
 Long underwear/Under Armour for cold weather –guard usually has unitard

 Water-large thermos, emphasize drinking lots – half/half with Gatorade 
 NO jeans, comfy, loose fitting clothes, extra pair of dry socks, comfy shoes 
 Some bring baby powder (especially color guard) 
 Hat is a must 
 Lunch – usually 12:00 , nothing heavy 
 Dinner – 3:00-5:00, rest indoors, eat high-carb light dinner, reapply sunscreen, fill
